In Summer 2011 an open invitation was made to artists to produce a visual 
response to these songs.

The exhibition presents original artwork from over 30 artists working in paint, 
sculpture, video and photography as well as listening posts for the album. 

 

GROK will be performing at the exhibition at 3.00pm and 9.00pm on Saturday 
and at 2.00pm on Sunday.
